2. For environmental reasons, we request that everyone uses low energy LED lights on their trees. 
3. Lights may flash but must not play sounds. 
4. Please ensure that any electrical items that are not brand new have been PAT tested.   
5. We welcome imaginative and creative trees on any theme, but the organisers reserve the right to 

remove trees that are judged indecent or offensive.  Please check with us if you are in any doubt. 

6. **PLATFORM TREES** This year there is an option to purchase a 5ft real tree which will 
be pre-mounted on a platform which sits on top of the pews (88cm high). These trees will 
need to be decorated from a step ladder. If you opt for a platform tree you DO NOT NEED 
TO PURCHASE A TREE STAND Please indicate on the form overleaf if you would like to apply 
for one of these prominent trees.
